You live close to the creek and no doubt appreciate the advantages of your situation. Whether you, or your family, enjoy boating, bird-watching or any other activity that involves the creek, you value the natural beauty of the area.

Possibly not all the housing development that has taken place in the past has been ideal and, quite apart from the many “plusses” that we enjoy, we do have to live with very high levels of pollution in the creek bed and in the ground water that runs into it. This can be from disused mines, current industries, agricultural chemicals or sewage. These are the most important issues that are monitored by your local “watchdog” residents’ association, the Restronguet Creek Society.

Founded in 1972 to counter a threat to mine the creek for its remaining tin (years of noise, mud removal) and suggestions of blocking the creek entrance permanently, the Society has always flourished and currently has a membership of over 300.

Our committee, representing the various creekside communities, reviews all planning applications covering not only houses but trees, roads, land use, commerce, etc.  We are respected by the Councils and the Harbourmaster to whom we occasionally make comments and, less frequently, objections. Following the 1992 Wheal Jane disaster we were prominent in the lobbying of Parliament; and we maintain regular contact with the various environmental bodies. 

We support several local community projects, including the Point Quay Association and the Devoran Quay Preservation Society and foster public access to the creek and all responsible recreational use. We run a free “Boat Watch” scheme for any boat-owner, have erected marks on dangers and held beach clean-ups. We have a web site: www.restronguetcreeksociety.org
